Step 4. Check for Proper Wheel Speed

Obtain a stopwatch for
counting wheel speed.

Leave pump on and water
flowing through cleaner,

bring the cleaner near to the
surface of the water, keeping it
submerged.

Hold cleaner handle with one
hand (with cleaner submerged
just under water surface) and
stopwatch in the other hand.
Watch the Wheel Speed

Indicator rotating on the wheel.

Start the stopwatch and
time how long it takes for 10
complete rotations.

5. Record the time for ten (10)

wheel rotations. Ten rotations
should take between 20 and
25 seconds.

NOTE: Watch until the wheels
change direction then begin
timing. If wheels reverse while
timing, you need to begin again.

20-25 Sseconds = Good Flow
26-50 = Flow Too Low -- Increase
10-19 = Flow Too High -- Decrease

If necessary, adjust flow

to the cleaner using Flow
Keeper™ Valve or the valves
at the equipment pad.
